2. Call to Order and Roll Call by Kathy Graupman, who turned the meeting over to Freddie Carrillo.

3. Approval of Agenda. Motion by Mary Paterson,  2nd by Michael Cortez..

4. Review and Approval of Minutes:  Motion by Ron Clary with a 2nd by Ed Moreno.

5. Brief reports or any presentations from any representatives of our elected officials
John from Councilman Smith’s office gave a brief report of the current City Budget progress.  Councilman Zines Rep. Dennis Bogard  reported that the latest graffiti sting  resulted in no arrests and an update on the “Z” awards given by Councilman Zine. A reminder about mandatory brush clearances was also given. It was also reported that Councilman Zine declined his annual pay raise due to the current budget crisis.
6. Public Comments:  Anita Betito, Nevada Ave Elementary School, Parent School Council Vice President requested a council donation of $5,000 to buy books for the school library.
Council referred her to the West Hills NC as the school is not within our boundaries.

7. Financial Report:  Mary Paterson reviewed the current budget figures and presented the following budget requests.  There was a $2,000 funding request by Our Lady of the Valley for the Teen Summer Basketball League. The budget committee recommended $1,000.00.  Coach Daniel Sandoval gave a brief presentation about the growth of the league and their fund raising efforts. Michael Cortez pointed out that the CPNC logo must be on all flyers, etc. if we provide funding. Michael Cortez made a motion to approve the Budget Committee recommendation of $1,000.00 which was seconded by Peter Morales. The council approved the motion.


Another budget item before the council was a request from Nevada Elementary School for $5,000 for the school library. Public discussion again brought up the question of whether or not the school is within our boundaries. It was agreed that the item would be tabled until the next meeting and after further investigation after a motion by Michael Cortez, which was 2nd by Ron Clary.

10.       Officer and Committee Reports and Recommendations

     Community and Economic Development/Land Use Committee:  There were two land   use items on the agenda.

A. A request for council approval / support of a zone change for a new tract of 5 homes and a single private street at 21011 to 21019 W. Chase St. After a presentation by the project developer, The Edifice Group, Inc. and public discussion a Ed Moreno made a motion to approve the project as presented, 2nd by Jean Juack, with subsequent council approval with Paul Shively recussing himself. It should be noted that the LUC was unable to make a prior recommendation at their meeting due to a lack of a quorum..

B. A request by the “Boys of Alert” for a street closure permit on Eton St between Sherman Way and Wyandotte St for a community event on June 1st, 2008.  No one from the organization appeared before the council. Councilman Zine’s office reported that the event organizer had reported to him that the CPNC had already given their approval. Due to lack of representation the council mad no recommendations on this agenda item.
