1. Meeting was called to order by Council President, Freddie Carrillo

2. Pledge of Allegiance lead by Paul Shively, Council Secretary

3. Roll Call confirmed a quorum.  Sign In sheet reflecting the actual attendance is attached.

4. The agenda for this meeting was approved after a motion by Jean Jauck, 2nd by Michael Sirota.

5. Minutes of the previous meeting were approved after amendments reflecting the excused absences and actual attendance of the meeting. Motion to approve by Ron Clary, 2nd by Dorothy Wilson.

6. Council Vacancies as reported by President Freddie Carrillo:
a. Community Services Organizations, School Representative and Industrial Business Rep.
The CPNC heard a brief presentation from candidate:  Barbara Spille who would like to be considered for the CPNC.

Councilman Zine's Office was represented by Stephanie Romero who provided a recap of 
recent and pending community events . Councilman Smith's office was not represented.

Council member Paul Shively, announced an upcoming CERT (Community Emergency Response 
Team) class and the need for 25 participants before the class can be scheduled.

Jay Barra, CRA Los Angeles Regional Administrator  announced that Hart Village had been 
selected for a television segment and provided a report on the ground breaking of the new 
Dennis Zine Community Center. Plans are underway for another attempt at the hardscape 
improvements on Sherman Way.

LAPD Officer Fentress invited the CPNC to contribute to a plaque honoring LAPD Chief Bratton 
 
his effectiveness in reducing crime. This plaque would be presented at the January 9th, 2009 
Chief of Police Inspection at the new Topanga station.

Thomas Soong, from DONE provided a report on the recent Mayors Budget day and 
Neighborhood Congress  events
 as well as the upcoming Board Training 
on December 6th.
12.  On behalf of the MTA: Jennifer Campos provided a brief report on the upcoming MTA project 
meetings to discuss the Orange line extension up the MTA right of way that runs parallel to 


Canoga Ave.

13.  LAPD Traffic Officer Williams reported the probability of speed increases along some of our 
major thorough fares. Traffic flow reports create the need for this change. He also reported that 
due to traffic flow many of our local streets have unenforceable speed limits.

14.  Public Comments:  Jairo Medina spoke on behalf of the residents of a Chase Ave cul de sac that


is having problems with alcohol and drug use, graffiti and overgrown weeds. Council Member 
Paul Shively agreed to work with these residents to resolve the problems.

15. Financial Report was presented by Treasurer, Mary Paterson and the following funding requests 
were reviewed and voted upon:


a.  Walk of Hearts request for $5,000, after discussion among the council and review of the 

Budget Committees recommendation, the amount of $4,000 was approved after a motion to 
amend the amount Budget Committees recommendation of $2,500 by Jack Dawson, 2nd by 
Michael Cortez.

b. Lanark Recreation Center request for boxing equipment and supplies for $1,537.75. The 
Budget Committee's recommendation of $800 was approved after a motion by Michael Cortez 
was 2nd by Bobbi Trantafello.

a.  Land Use Chair Ron Clary: reported there are several items pending that require the 
committee's attention. Due to lack of available dates with the holidays, the next PLUM meeting 
will be on December 17th.

b. Outreach Committee Chair, Michael Sirota reported that the We Love Canoga Park event was 
a big success.


c. Youth Advocacy Committee members reported concerns over pay as you go school use 
matters
 and are looking at Prop K funds to ease the crunch.
